Pursuant to the report of the Local Inquiry Committee of Bangalore University and
the resolutions of the Academic Council and Syndicate and the NAAC has submitted a
certificate of recognition. The proposal submitted in the reference letter has been
thoroughly reviewed and considered in accordance with the provisions of Section 62(1)
of the Karnataka State University Act, 2000.

Sri Siddaganga College of Arts and Commerce, Nelamangala — 562123, Bangalore
Rural District. NAAC ‘B’ Grade, run by Sree Siddaganga Education Society, Tumkur is
offering B.A. (History, Economics, Political Science, Geography) in total 300 (three
hundred) are hereby granted permanent combination renewal from the year 2023-24
subject to the aforesaid conditions of the Government and Local Inquiry Committee and
the observance of the following conditions.

1) The government shall not sanction any grant for the above courses of the college not
with standing any provisions in the grants code applicable to the colleges. It shall not
be treated as permanent Un-Aided courses.



2) The provisions of the above College University Regulations shall be strictly followed;

3) Admission of students in excess of prescribed student quota Not to be done;

4) Existing government order and regulations should be followed.

5) Rules, Orders, Regulations, Rules etc. of the University Government in force Must be
strictly followed,;

6) Every condition imposed by the Local Inquiry Committee shall be strictly observed
College/Governing Board 50% University Quota

7) (wherever applicable) prescribed by the rules of the University; and shall charge only
such fee as may be fixed by the University from time to time and shall not charge an
amount in excess of the fee/amount fixed by the University;

8) On Vishakha Other High v/s Rajasthan Govt. Date: 13-8-1997 Pursuant to the
judgment given by the Supreme Court in the suit, any person/student causing riot or
sexually harassing women in the college is considered a cognizable offense and
cancellation of admission of the student/person engaged in such activities; and legal
action shall be taken against that person/student; Further, the College/Governing
Board shall constitute a Grievance Committee as per the order of the Supreme Court;
Actions should be taken to control such activities;

9) The College shall conduct a good course for the development of the students; The
Principal/Governing Board of the College shall treat the student/teaching staff as
cordial; '

10)  The Board of Governors of the College shall not unduly withhold the transcript or
records of any student until the admission of the said student is approved by the
University or beyond a period of 6 months, whichever is earlier;

11) Capitation fee shall not be received in any form;

12) Roster system should be strictly followed in admission.

13)  Among the indices prescribed for ensuring availability of educational/physical and
civic infrastructure and quality level performance, non-observed indices should be
met within 6 months.

14) In relation to the norms and composition in section 59 of the Karnataka State
Universities Act 2000, the College concerned the orders and circulars issued by the

Govt. The University shall ensure compliance. The university will be fully responsible
for the error.

Pursuant to the devolution of powers conferred by class 17" of article 59 of the
Karnataka State Universities Act 2000. Bangalore University has renewed and continued
the affiliation of the following course/courses conducted by Sri Siddaganga College of
Arts and Commerce, Nelamangala for the year 2023-24 subject to the following
conditions.

courses will be fixed as programme based student quota instead of discipline or core
subject bases.

Sp. Note: The local LIC committee report is attached for the year 2023-24. The
composition is updated only with the student quota fixed by the syndicate for the college.
The college shall submit a follow of report within 15 days regarding the improvement of
the deficiencies mentioned in the report of the local enquiry committee and rectification
of the deficiencies otherwise the application for renewal of affiliation for the next
academic year will not be accepted.




Conditions

1.

The Government shall not grant aid to-the above mentioned course whatever may the
clause in the guidelines pertaining to granting.aid to the colleges, and the course shall
be treated as completely Un-aided course.

The college should scrupulously follow the conditions laid down by the Local
Inspection Committee.

. The college should scrupulously follow the Rules, Regulations of the University

The College should scrupulously follow the orders and Regulations of the
Government issued time to time

The permanent affiliation is subject to the regular inspection.

The permanent is applicable only for the approved courses and languages only.

The college should take separate approved from the university with regard to the
courses and languages which don’t come under permanent affiliation.

. The college should apply for the renewal of permanent affiliation after the completion

of the permanent affiliation.

. The College/Management should fix the University quota of 50% (Wherever it is

applicable) as per the regulations and should collect the fee fixed by the University
from time to time and should never collect more fee than the fee prescribed by the
University.

10.The college should take steps to cancel the admissions of the students who are

involved in unruly activities and causing sexual harassment to the women by
considering them as Cognizable offence as per the verdict of the Supreme Court in
Vishaka v/s Rajasthan Government. The college should also take stern measures
against such students and the college should also constitute a committee to control
such activities.

11.The college should appoint Teaching and Non Teaching Staff as per the Regulations

of the Government

12.The Roster system fixed by the Government should be scrupulously followed at the

time of recruitment for Teaching and Nonteaching Staff.

13.The Institution has to follow the rules and regulations laid down by the University and

Government with regard to academic and administrative matters.

14. The Institution should run the course for the development of the students and the

Principal/Management is required to treat the students cordially.

15.The Management of the College should not hold the marks card and other documents

for not more than six months or till the admissions are approved (whichever is
earlier).



16. The Management of the College should not cause trouble to the students who have
applied for the transfer certificate and it can collect only the tuition fee for the
remaining academic year/semester and should not collect any other fee.

17. The college should not collect capitation fee in any form. The Roster system has to be
followed at the time of admission

18.The college should pay the prescribed annual fee to the University without fail.

19. The Principal should send the list of the eligible teachers to the respective chairman
of the BOE failing which the affiliation granted will be cancelled.
